1) (Science) This distinguished scientist was born in San Francisco in June of 1911.
He received his Ph.D. (Physics) from the University of Chicago in 1936 and joined the
Radiation Laboratory of the University of California as a research fellow. During World
War Il, at M.I.T., he was responsible for three important radar systems: the microwave
early warning system, the Eagle high altitude bombing system, and the blind landing
system (GCA, or Ground-Controlled Approach). He also developed the detonators for
setting off the plutonium bomb. In 1968, he was awarded the Nobel Prize for Physics.
This brilliant scientist died at the age of 77, in 1988. *\Who was he?

Essentially, this style
mingles realistic portrayals of regular events and characters with elements of myth and
fantasy. The result being a rich yet disquieting world that is at once familiar and
dreamlike.

1) a) Luis W. Alvarez - June 13, 1911 — September 1, 1988. The American Journal of
Physics commented, "Luis Alvarez was one of the most brilliant and productive
experimental physicists of the twentieth century.”

2) c) San Antonio, TX was named for the Portuguese St. Anthony of Padua, when a
Spanish expedition stopped in the area on his feast day on June 13, 1691. Located in the
northern part of South Texas, San Antonio is the epicenter of Tejano culture and Texas
tourism.

3) c¢) Judy Baca - born on September 20, 1946 in Los Angeles, Ca. An American artist and
University of California, Los Angeles professor of fine arts. Founder and director of
SPARC, (Social and Public Art Resource Center) located in Venice, Ca.

4) c) swimming / la nataciéon / Pablo Morales was born December 5, 1964 in Chicago, Il. He
won a Relay gold and two silver medals swimming Butterfly at the 1984 Summer Olympics.
In 1992 he returned to the Olympics as the U.S. team captain and captured gold in the 100
m Butterfly, becoming the oldest swimmer to win an Olympic medal. He is currently the
head women's Swimming & Diving coach at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln.

5) b) Ellen Ochoa - born May 10, 1958 is a former astronaut and current Deputy Director of
The Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center which is the National Aeronautics and Space
Administration’s center for human spaceflight activities. The center consists of a complex
of 100 buildings constructed on 1,620 acres, located in southeast Houston, Tx.

6) a) Cien anos de soledad (One Hundred Years of Solitude) /| Gabriel Garcia Marquez was
born on March 6, 1927 in Aracataca, Columbia. Novelist, short-story writer, screenwriter
and journalist, he is considered one of the most significant authors of the 20th century. He
won the Nobel Prize in Literature in 1982.

7) b) Amor, Familia y Respeto ..., A.B. Quintanilla y Los Kumbia Kings - A.B. Quintanilla
was born on December 13, 1963 in Toppenish, Washington. He is a Mexican-American
musician and record producer and is better known as the older brother of the late Tejano
music singer Selena.

8) d) 43 / The Medal of Honor is the highest military decoration awarded by the U. S.
government. It is bestowed on a member of the United States military who distinguishes
him-or herself "conspicuously by gallantry and intrepidity at the risk of his [or her] life
above and beyond the call of duty while engaged in an action against an enemy of the
United States.

9) b) 1967 - Dr. René Gerénimo Favaloro was born on July 12, 1923 — July 29, 2000 in La
Plata, Argentina. In 1967 he became the first surgeon to perform a coronary bypass
surgery on a patient suffering from Coronary artery disease. This procedure later
developed into the most important technology in coronary surgery.

10) a) 1944 / Dionisio "Dennis" Chavez was born in Los Chaves, NM on April 8, 1888, died
on November 18, 1962. He was a Democrat from New Mexico and served in the U.S. House
of Representatives and the U.S. Senate from 1935 to 1962.
